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 ProfessorCrotty is a clinical academic, unit head of a rehabilitation unit in Southern Adelaide and Professor of Rehabilitation, Aged and Extended Care at Flinders University. She is the clinical director of the Australian Rehabilitation Outcomes Centre (AROC). She Professor Crotty has conducted trials on health services for older people (including home rehabilitation, transition programs, and outreach to nursing homes) which have transferred into state funded programs. Her research focuses on recovery in older people including those living with dementia.

She is a member of the Clinical Advisory Council of South Australia’s Commission of Excellence and Innovation in Health. In 2018, she received the Public Service Medal for services to rehabilitation. She is a past president of the Fragility Fracture Network (2014-2015).
Research impact: CI Crotty was commissioned to provide two reports to the Royal Commission into Aged Care Quality and Safety: on innovative models of care and international approaches to aged care. She was a member of the executive of the National Health and Medical Research Council (NHMRC) Cognitive Decline Partnership Centre (CDPC) (2014-2019 $25 million) which involved multi-state projects. As part of this work she led the development of the NHMRC Clinical Practice Guidelines and Principles of Care for People with Dementia. CI Crotty’s telehealth research transferred into state funded tele-rehabilitation services across rural and metro SA.  Since 2015, CI Crotty has been a CI on Category 1 grants worth more than $15 million, including three current Medical Research Future Fund grants. CI Crotty has experience with synthesising evidence (7 Cochrane Reviews), developing guidelines, managing clinical trials and translational research.  
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
